*  Dr Kharak Singh ji left for his heavenly abode on 6th of August, 2008.  In the year that followed, after performing sehaj paths in his memory, his immediate family prayed with the sangat at Gurdwara, Phase 4, Mohali on the 6th of August, 2009, in the morning diwan.  Keeping in line with the Rehat Maryada, no barsi was observed.

*  Commemorating Dr Kharak Singh ji’s birthday (12th November, 1922), his 88th birth anniversary was observed by his close relatives at his native village, Rayya, Dist Amritsar, on the 1st of November, 2009.  Annual awards, named "Dr Kharak Singh Distinction Award," one each for Best All-Round (Boy & Girl) Students of Sri Guru Tegh Bahadur Khalsa Senior Secondary School, Baba Bakala, and toppers of Class X and Class XII of Village Rayya, Dist Amritsar, were announced.  A sum of Rs 50,000/- was also announced for buying Gym Equipment for the village folk.
*  On Dr Sahib’s birthday itself, Principal Swaran Singh Tughalwal, Baba Aya Singh Riarki College, Dist Gurdaspur, organised a diwan following bhog of sehaj path in Dr Kharak Singh ji’s memory, at his College, to pay tributes to the departed soul, and honour five deserving students with Dr Kharak Singh Excellency Awards, one each for Sach (Chanpreet Kaur Manochahal), Sewa (Gurinder Kaur Chandigarh), Sadagi (Jasmeet Kaur Ramdass), Sanjam (Mandip Kaur Shahjada) and Sianap (Simarjeet Kaur Kotli Thaba).
